Eligibility: Any male/female runner in good physical condition, is eligible. The race director, with cause,
has the option to reject any entry and to close registration.

Entry Fee: $20.00, if pre-registered, by June 6, 2010. No refunds for any reason. Make money orders
payable to: North Montgomery High School, 5945 US 231 N, Crawfordsville IN 47933. $25 Race Day !!

Deadline: Pre-race application must be postmarked no later that June 6, 2010 prior to acceptance as an
official participant.

Course: The four-mile loop circuit foot race will start at the Main Street and North Washington Street
intersection. Runners will go West on Main Street to Vine Street, South on Vine Street to Wabash Avenue,
West on Wabash Avenue to Schenck Road, South on Schenck Road to Big Four Arch Road, West on Big
Four Arch Road to the cone in the road, and then East on Big Four Arch Road and Jennison Street to Grant
Avenue, North on Grant Avenue to Pike Street, and finally East on Pike Street to Water Street. (One major
upgrade at about 2.4 miles, where Big Four Arch Road meets Jennison.)

The running course will close 45 minutes after the start of the 4-Mile race.

Check-in: Pre-race check-in will be from 6:30 a.m. until 7:30 a.m. Saturday morning June 12, 2010, at
the race headquarters in front of the City Hall, located at the intersection of North Water Street and
East Pike Street.

Identification: Your competitive bib ticket with quick release identification tag should be securely pinned
on the front of your racing singlet/shirt. If any identification is incorrect return to the pre-registration area
immediately for data correction !!

Results: At the conclusion of the road race, the quick release identification tag will be removed and posted
on the Bank One Strawberry Road Race result board for quick result tallying.

Assembly for start: The 100 block of East Main Street will be closed to traffic at 7:00 a.m. for racers to
complete their stretching, accelerations, and assembly for the 8:00 a.m. start of the race.

Awards: Overall Male and Female top three finishers will receive $75, $50, and $25 awards respectively.
Each, 4-Mile race, division first place finisher will receive a $10 award. Over $450 in prize money
available. Each 4-mile competitor that completes the course in 40 minutes, or less, will receive an Official
CHASE Strawberry Festival Road Race t-shirt, at the conclusion, for their effort.

Splits: Splits will be read at each of the first three, mile posts on the course.

Aid: Water and electrolyte drink will be available at the registration/finish area at East Pike Street and
North Water Street. Water will be available at one station along the course at about the 2.2 mile mark.
EMT and ambulance service will be available before, during, and after the race.

General Information: Rest room facilities will be available in the City Hall basement and on the Lane
Place grounds near the registration/finish area. Moderate control of traffic will be present during the race
by Crawfordsville and Montgomery County Officers.

Important Information: The Strawberry Festival reserves the right to cancel the CHASE Strawberry
Festival Road Race to a non-scored run in case of inclement weather or any other conditions which can
affect the safety and health of the participants.

Kiddie Romp: During tabulation of the 4-mile results, we will conduct a 1K Kiddie Romp for children
ages 9 and under.
